Hello everyone, hope things are going well with you and your families.  I hope everyone enjoyed the Haunted House 
and the Halloween celebration!!  It was awesome and next year will only be better.  I would like to thank Donna 
Dixon, Janae Beaulieu, Kelly Quon, Lauren Mitchell, Denise Tait, Darcy William, Jarrett Mitchell, Barb Dixon, Phil 
Dixon, Reg Michel, Aaron Quon and Marilyn Charleyboy for helping set up the Haunted House.  The vision began 
with Lauren and Donna and we spent many hours of volunteer and work time getting the Youth and Family Centre 
ready.   I would like to thank everyone who attended Family Fun Nights on Wednesday evenings for all the crafts they 
made to decorate the Haunted House.  

  

We organized a C.O.R.E and Firearms Aquisition Course for community.  There were seven sessions in total of study 
time in October and on November 2, 2009 seven participants challenged the Firearms Aquisition test and passed.  
Four participants challenged the C.O.R.E test and passed.  Congratulations to everyone who attended, a job well 
done.  Each participant received a certificate from the band and we celebrated with a cake.  If anyone is interested in 
the C.O.R.E or Firearms Aquisition Course please contact Janae or Sandra at the Health Station.  If there is enough 
interest we will set up another session in the spring. 

 

Saturday October 10, 2009 the RCMP brought the Rollover Simulator to the community to demonstrate seatbelt 
safety.  We watched a movie called One Click which showed car crashes with some people in seatbelts and some 
not in seatbelts.  It also very graphically showed people in the hospital seriously injured from car crashes and how the 
doctors in the ER worked on them.  We had some parents covering their childrenôs eyes and other people who were 
squeamish with all the blood and gore.  I have heard some of the kids who attended the presentation still saying ñOne 
click can save your lifeò, which means they presentation has affected them.  We had a weiner roast and then the 
RCMP demonstrated the rollover simulator (which was the cab of a pickup which spun around) using dummyôs which 
were different weights to show what happens when a vehicle rolls over with seatbelts and without.  Afterwards, we did 
some Vision Impaired challenges using the vision impaired goggles we borrowed from Three Corners Health 
Services Society.    The RCMP had some people doing sobriety tests and we had them trying to walk a straight line.   

 

Cst. Mike Moyer, the E Division Aboriginal Gang Coordinator with the Aboriginal Gang Unit from Vancouver, did a 
presentation for our community on Monday, November 9, 2009.  He spoke about possible signs of gangs in the 
community, common gang symbols and signs, statistics on youth involved in gangs (% of males, females etc.) 
reasons that youth join gangs, factors that influence youth to join and how to counter the lure of gangs with our 
children.  We were all able to ask questions and if more people are interested, Mike said he would like to come back 
again to do an evening presentation.
